
Road trip 
in Bali

This 3-week Bali experience is designed for travelers
who crave adventure, cultural immersion, and a
deeper connection with nature. The journey takes
you across the island, offering a balance of
exploration, relaxation, and meaningful encounters.



Start in the tranquil town of  Ubud, the cultural heart of  Bali, where you’ll visit
temples, walk through markets, enjoy traditional dance performances, and
take part in cycling tours and volcano treks. Then head north to Lovina for
dolphin watching at sunrise, hot springs, and hidden waterfalls. Continue
along the scenic coast to Tulamben for diving at the famous Liberty Wreck
and snorkeling in Amed’s crystal-clear waters.

From there, travel east to Padang Bai for white water rafting and beach time,
before heading to the Gili Islands to cycle along the coastlines, snorkel with
turtles, and relax by the sea. End your journey in Nusa Penida, where you’ll
participate in a local sea turtle conservation project.

Throughout this trip, you will:

Visit sacred temples and meet local communities
Snorkel and dive in vibrant coral reefs
Hike up volcanoes and explore stunning waterfalls
Cycle through scenic villages and rice terraces
Enjoy traditional Balinese performances and cuisine
Participate in wildlife conservation efforts

Program description

Morning visit to Tirta Empul for temple blessing and Gunung Kawi
Temple.
Afternoon visit to a coffee plantation.
Leisure time.

Day 4: Wednesday
Cycling tour starting from Kintamani village.
Afternoon at leisure.
Evening movie night.
Meals: Breakfast, Dinner

Day 5: Thursday
Early morning Mount Batur volcano hike.
Afternoon Balinese massage.
Evening welcome dinner.
Meals: Breakfast, Dinner

Visit Jatiluwih Rice Terraces (UNESCO), Lake Beratan, and Banyumala
Waterfall.
Transfer to Lovina.
Meals: Breakfast, Dinner

Day 7: Saturday
Sunrise dolphin watching and snorkeling.
Visit Brahmavihara Temple and Hot Springs.
Evening Balinese dance class.
Meals: Breakfast, Dinner

Day 8: Sunday
Transfer to Tulamben.
Visit Aling-Aling Waterfall and enjoy nature swimming.
Meals: Breakfast

Day 9: Monday
Discover Scuba Diving at Tulamben Beach – see the Liberty Wreck.
Explore the Tulamben area.
Meals: Breakfast

Day 10: Tuesday
Day trip to Amed for snorkeling and relaxing at the beach.
Leisure time.
Meals: Breakfast

Day 11: Wednesday
Transfer to Padang Bay.
Visit Berina Rice Terrace and Tirta Gangga Water Palace.
Meals: Breakfast

Day 12: Thursday
White water rafting at Telaga Waja River.
Visit Blue Lagoon Beach.
Meals: Breakfast

Day 13: Friday
Transfer to Gili Islands by fast boat.
Check in and leisure time.
Evening cycling and sunset visit, plus night market.
Meals: Breakfast

Day 14: Saturday
Snorkeling trip across the 3 Gilis.
Leisure time by the beach.
Meals: Breakfast

Day 15: Sunday
Visit Gili Meno and Gili Air – explore by bicycle.
Dinner at Rabbit Jump Club during sunset.
Meals: Breakfast

Day 16: Monday
Free day to enjoy Gili on your own.
Evening leisure time and prep for next destination.
Meals: Breakfast

Day 17: Tuesday
Transfer to Sanur and boat to Nusa Penida.
Turtle conservation project introduction and training.
Meals: Breakfast, Dinner
